Farm Prices,
Wages Linked

SAW FRANCISCO (UP) Secre.
tary of Agriculture Ezara T. Ben
son charged today that wage in
creases for labor were largely re-
sponsible for the e squeeze
on farmers.

Most of the wage Increases for
labor in the food industry, Benson
said, were "paid for by ranchers
and farmers who paid It bv takinglower prices for meat animals."

He also charged that more than
half the wage Increases for food
processing and distribution since
1947 were unjustified.

Benson referred to "excessive"
wage increases as "round alterround of soft wage settlements" In
a speech prepared for delivery be-
fore the Western States Meat
Packers Assn. He coupled the la-

bor attack with praise and con-
demnation of the farm bill ap-
proved by the Senate Agriculture
Commlt'ee. He approved the ad-
ministration - backed soil bank
plan contained in the bill but said
he was "distressed" at the com-
mittee's vote to revive "90 per cent
rigid, wartime emergency sup-
ports on basic commodities."

"Wage Increases that reflect a
corresponding gain In labor pro-
ductivity are clearly Justified."
Benson said. "But when wages out-
run labor productivity, the result
is increased costs. On equipment
snd production supplies for which
hp is the consumer, the farmer
pays the cost.

Between 1947-4- and 1965. wage
rates In food processing and dis-
tribution . Increased 43 per cent.
Less than half of this increase was
offset by gains In labor productlv- -

ity. More than half became an In-- i
crease in the labor cost per unit of
food handled. In these years the
retail price of food rose 11 per
cent, but the wage cost per unit of
food processed and distributed rose
26 per cent, clearly farmers ab-- I

sorbed some of the difference and
their prices were correspondingly
depressed."

Farmers and ranchers, he said,
"cannot pay whatever price may
be quoted for equipment and sup-
plies or whatever wage rate, at
whatever level, by whomever
