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The scheme that mawatna de
vised was admirable; it was an
unwritten constitution authorizing
the election of a representative
body and formulating rules for call-

ing It into session. The vote wns

by tribes. If war was to be de-

clared, the vote must be unani
mous. Disputes between tribes
were to be arbitrated and not set
tled by violence. This unwritten
constitution was admired by colon-

ial statesmen because it gave each
tribe almost complete
race but at the same time bound
It to respect the wishes of the
others. This is why the white peo-

ple spoke of these tribes as "the
Five Nations," recognizing that
they were independent, but never-
theless were in league for defense
and offense. Later, the Tuscarora
entered into the confederacy upon
the same terms, thus changing the
designation to the Six Nations.

The change from the designa-
tion Five Nations to Six Nations,
about the year 1715, Is confusing
to readers of Iroquolan history, be-

cause before that time we should
apeak of them as the Five Nations,
and afterward as the Six Nations.
When the original five tribes
formed their league their geo-

graphical position was In a line
west to east, as Seneca, Cayuga,
Onondaga, Oneida and Mohawk,
were between Utica and Albany,
the Seneca were west of Seneca
Lake. The league symbolized them
as living in one long house with a
door on each end, and so they
a poke of the Seneca as guardians
of the western door and of the
Mohawk as the guardlnns of the
eastern door and also as the re-

ceivers of tribute. The Onondaga
In the middle were spoken of as
the keepers of the council file,
also as keepers of the wampum
because they kept the wampum
belts which recorded treaties.

The main Onondaga village was
the capital or seat of government
where all official meetings of the
league were held. When the Tus-
carora moved up from the south
they were given a nominal place
In the council, but did not vote,
being represented by the Oneida.
The number of official delegates
varied for the different tribes, but
the votes were cast by tribes, one
vote to each.

Hiawatha is considered the au-
thor and Initiator of this

league. After his death, as the
power of the Five Nations grew,
his fame grew with it. until he
was believed to be a supernatural
rather than a natural man. Lat-
er the white people were disposed
to look upon him as little short of

n Indian god. It wns Longfellow
who eventually brought Hiawatha
Into the records of the white man
since he chose the name lor his
chief character in his beautiful
poem. Intended by him as a work
of fiction, a kind of historical novel
in verse. This masterpiece of lit-

erary art Immortalized Hiawatha.
In reality the famous league

was a peaceful union lor Six Na-
tions only; lor their neighbors it
meant war, and war characterized
by frighttulnesj, the object ol
uhich was power and glory and,
to a less degree, proht. Neverthe-
less, students of politics and gov-
ernment have found much to ad-

mire In the working of the league.
There is some historical evidence

A recent bulletin issued by one

of the large life Insurance com-

panies contains three articles which
seem particularly interesting.

In one it was pointed out that
there was a large increase in the
population during the year 1955,
in the United States. Including
Uie armed forces overseas, the
population of the United States
reached 166,740.000 at the end of
the year. This was an increase of
over 2.800,000 during the year and
represents, therefore the difference
between the births and immigra-
tion to the United States and the
deaths and emigration.

The number of births was prin-
cipally responsible. Over 4.000,000
babies were born in 1955 and with
favorable health conditions, thet
births exceeded deaths by almost
2.570.0O0.

It was Interesting", also, to note
that all sections of the country did
not share equally in growth of pop-
ulation. The average increase was
1.8 per cent for tire country as a
whole but the pacific states showed
the highest rate of increase, name-- 1

3.3 per cent. California's pop
ulation alone expanded by Just un
der three million since April, 1950
and now numbers over 13.000,000.
The mountain slates also grew sub
stantially during the past year and
onlv six states snowco tewer resi
dents at the end of 1955 than In

April of 1950.
Another article related to mar-

riages in the United States. It was
estimated that there were over
1,51)0.000 of these in the year 1955.

One would suspect that this high
rate was partly a reflection of good
economic conditions and, perhaps
also, an earlier average age of
ma riage.

It is anticipated that the mar-

riage rate will be about the same
in 1956 as in 1955 but that tt. will
rise considerably alter 19fi0 as
the large number of babies born

during the war and' postwar years
ben in to reach marriageable age.

The third interesting article in
this bulletin dealt with the in
crease m accidental death during
1955. These figures are alarming.
It was estimated that approximate-
ly 9?. 000 peoplp were fatally in-

jured during 1955, an increase of

about 2.000 over 1954. Accidents
took about two fifths as many lives
as cancer.

This increase appears to be prin-

cipally the result of motor vehicles.
Deaths from motor vehicle acci-

dents climbed to just under 40,000

tit lit.Vi and reached the highest
hgure in 14 years.

Other than motor vehicle acci-

dents, there were many other
causes for dualities, inluries in or
about the home resulted In the

death of something like 27.000

people.
