Beains Tour

SAN FRANCISCO UP Sen.
Estes Kefauver of Tennessee,
greatly encouraged by his upset
victory In the Minnesota primary,
arrived in San Francisco Thurs-
day to campaign for California's
68 votes at the Democratic na-
tional convention.

Kefauver came by plane from
Great Falls, Mont., and Portland,
Ore.

"We are behind here in Califor-
nia and It will be an uphill fight,"
Kefauver told newsmen. "I think
though we will pick up some sup-

port."
He was reminded that some po-

litical observers were of the opin-
ion Gov. Averell Harriman of New
Vork might be a possible con-
vention compromise nominee.
