X2 Rocket Plane Hits; Pilot Dead
EDWARDS, Calif. speed

and altitude record-holdin- Air
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Force plane X2, rocketing above
45.000 feet, developed unexplained
trouble and crashed yesterday.
The pilot was killed.

Following briefly were two
Sabrejet "chase planes," one pi-

loted by Capl. Iven C. Kincheloe.
who had flown the X2 to its 126.000
foot altitude record.

The X2 quickly outsped its pur-
suers and vanished into the sky.

Trouble apparently developed
while the plane was between
45,000 and 60.000 feet, Edwards
AFB officials said.
