purported land saie agreement
and a, later, modification of, the

agreement,,. '
Hannon contends that the trans-

action was illegal insofar as La-

Clair was at the time an employe
of the school district, and seeks
to have' the court:

4. Dismiss the quiet title action
of the school district designed to
obtain undisputed title to the land
in Question.

2. Declare the purported con -

tract between LaClair and the
school district illegal.

3. Order LaClair to return the
amount of money involved to the
school district',- and at the same
time order the school district to
effect a deed reconveving the in
volved property to LaClair.

4. Specify that Hannon be reim
bursed for his costs involved in
lodging and working with his in-

tervention complaint.
The case and intervention com

plaint are subject to further hear-

ing.
