ship.

Funds set aside for the imple
mentation of the law will provide
partial reimbursement of expens-
es of committee members.

This meeting was fourth in a
series of five area meetings. Board
members will meet at Summer
Lake October 9 to complete plan-
ning prior to the October 16 con-
clave.
