Scientist Says
Island Sinking

RIO DE JANEIRO i Brazil is
slowly losing one of its islands.

Dr. Alphonse Richard Hoge of
the Butanta Institute says Trini-
dad Island, in the Atlantic about
fiOO miles from Rio de Janeiro, is
slowly disappearing. He recently
returned from the island, being
used for meteorological observa-
tions during the International Geo-

physical Year.
The island, about 50 by 50 miles,

thundered up from tiie depths
ages ago in a volcanic upheaval.

Hoge said the volcanic rock lias
lost its resistance and the sea is

making inroads. The rock is so
unstable there are numerous ava-
lanches and one must walk care-

fully.
Trinidad Island lias no inhabi-

tants except for scientists who
visit it periodically.

There aro numerous other
places named Trinidad in Latin
America. The largest is the Carib-
bean Island off Venezuela.
