He says the rocket used to
Inunch Sputnix  must have had

enough energy Lo propel it al a
speed of five miles per second
and goes on lo s that i two
maore miles per second were add-
ed it could be pushed to the moon
with very little change in tech-
niques,

Hitting the moon with a Russian
rockel would be a stunt that in it-
sell wouldn't need to worry us
much, The moon ls a leng way
off, and besides it isn't supposed
to be inhabited,
