Wreck Sparks
Street Fight

DALLAS uB--A fist fight erupted
yesterday between a group of
white and Negro men after a col-
lision involving a car in a Negro
funeral procession.

Police Sgt. A. L. Curtis, 40, was
beaten. Six Negroes were jailed.

Deputy Police Chief Charles
Batchelor said it was not a racial
incident. He described the melee
as "one of those things that hap-

pen every now and then. It was
regrettable this had to involve a
funeral procession."

Batchelor said a car driven by
James tdwin Pippin, 25, and one
in the funeral procession collided
at an intersection. He said Curtis,
who was off duty, heard the
crash and went to investigate.

When he arrived, Batchelor
said, Curtis found Leonard Ter-

rell, 20, driver of the car in the
funeral procession, trying to pull
Pippin from the latter's car.

Curtis said he identified himself
as a policeman and attempted to
pull Terrell away from Pippin's
car. Other Negro men began beat-
ing the officer, Batchelor said, be-
fore white bystanders and other
officers in the vicinity came to
his aid. He estimated some 25
white and Negro men were in-

volved in the scuffle.
Curtis suffered an eye injury,

facial cuts and bruises but didn't
require hospitalization.

Batchelor said assault charges
would be filed against the Ne-

groes.

Space Talk
AMSTERDAM UV--A Dutch edu

cator says he has developed
cosmic language to communicate
with creatures of outer space.

Hans Freudenthal,
mathematics professor at the Uni
versity of Utrecht, lectured on his

Lincos language before the
Royal Netherlands Academy of
Sciences. An Amsterdam weekly
told about it today.

Freudenthal said he thought it
very improbable that our earth
was the only spot in the universe
populated by intelligent beings.

He set out to create a radio
language to communicate with in-

telligent beings "somewhat re
sembling us in mentality and edu-

cation" but who need not be
humans and need not have bodies
resembling ours.

For building up a cosmic vocab-
ulary of only 150 words, Freuden
thal has written a book of 300

pages that will appear shortly.
It is only natural, he said, that

mathematics be used first to com
municate with beings from other
worlds because mathematics is
the most abstract science.

The simplest type of text possi-
ble would be sent first, For in-

stance:
Four dots, RIK, four dots. RIK

Abe Lyman, former bandleader
and composer, is dead of cancer
at 59.

The Chicago-bor- Lyman, who
died yesterday at his home here,
began his professional career as
a drummer in 1916. Two years
later he came to Los Angeles.

Among his song hits were
"Mary Lou," "I Cried for You,"
and "After I Say I'm Sorry."

In 1921 Lyman's orchestra, with
the late Cue Arnheim at the pia-
no, opened at the Cocoanut Grove
in the Ambassador Hotel. Later
Lyman and his band appeared in
films and on the radio.

He retired in 1949 and devoted
himself to the family restaurant
business. Survivors include the
widow, Rcse: two sisters, Mrs.

The Russians are claiming an-
other scientific "first" not so
dramatic as sputniK but more
practical.

It has been under construction
in a Leningrad shipyard for two
years; and the Soviet news agency
Tass says the engines arc being
installed now.
