The troop-scho- bill siisResled
by Daniel is similar to a Florida
law. It would provide that when
violence or danger of violence

cannot be prevented except by
resort to military force or occupa-
tion of a public school" the local
board may close it.

It also provides that in the
event National Guard or other
troops are used on federal author-
ity on school property or nearby
to keep order, the bonrd shall'
close the school until the' troops
are withdrawn.

The emergency clnuse of Uic
bill declares that public education

. under martial law or military oc-

cupation is "contrary to the con-

cepts of freedom and democracy"
and that it would be harmful to
children to attend public schools
under the force and surveillance
of military troops.

The session approved yesterday
a resolution of displeasure over
fresident hisenhower s action in
ordering federal troops into the
Little Kock school integration bat-
tle. It also said the U. S. Supreme
Court, in decisions following the
antiscgregation ruling, had violat
ed basic principles of states
rights.
