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Hunt Pushed For 'Kill Crazy’
Boy, Girl Friend In Nebraska

BENNET, Neb, Ww—8ix brutal
anoxplained  killings — spaced  in
threes and discovered in a span
of 24 hours—spurred an intensive
search loday for a 19.yenr-old
youth described as kill crazy and
bis 15-vear-old girl friend.

Armed {armers and law officers
from all southeast Nebraska
sought Charles Starkweather and
Caril Fugate, both of Lincoln.
Lancaster County Sheriff Merle
Karnopp and Lincoln Police Chiel
Jos Carroll sald Starkwesther “ls
the man we want."

Chief Carroll sald, “T Just hope
he doesn’t kill any more. Never
in my 27 years on the force have
1 seen anything to compape with
these wanton murders.”

Lancaster County Atty. Elmer
Scheele anid both Charles, 210
pounds and red halred, and Caril
would be charged with first-de-
gree murder,

Four of the victims died with
rifle bullets in their heads. An-
other: was shot in the head with
a shotgun. The other, a 2-year.ald
child, apparently died of a frac.
tured skull.

One of the two women alain, a
16-year-old girl, had been subject-
od to “an unnatural sex attack,"
Bcheele said.

That repart led Capt. Dan
Casey of the state safety patrol to
speculale  whether  Siarkwensther
might now be traveling alone, He
snid “'Something could have hap.
pened to Caril"

William Fugate, father of Caril,
said he hoped officers would *'get”
Starkweather, even at the risk of
his daughter's life,

He sald he didn't think his
daughter was dend but  would
“come home as soon as she can
make & break."

Starkweather was deseribed ns
A expert marksman by his broth
er Hodney, Rodney added that
Charles always hos been o ready
and willing fighter and  “alwnys
ahol his game in the head."

Starkwoeather and the girl have
heen mought since Monday night
when three members of Corll's
family were found slain at their
bhome In Lincoln,

The teen-age palr had  heen
traced south out of Lincoln. When
officers converged on a farm 16
miles  southesst  where  Stark
weather's car was found yester-
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day they discovered three more
bodies.

One vietlm was August Meyer,
70, bachelor at whose farim Stark-
|weather used to hunt squirrels
with his father. The other two.
thelr bodies tossed into & storm
cellar at an abandoned school site
ubout o quarter of a mile pway,
were Carol King, 16, and Robert
Jensen, her 17-year-old high school
boy friend. A pool of blood
showed they had been shol out-
side Lhe cave,

All three had been shol in the
back of the head, Meyer with a
shotgun ' and the other two with
a small-callber weapon,

The other three victims, Caril
Fugate's mother Velda Bartlett,

87, and their 2-vear-old ddughter
Betty Jean were found dead at
the family home Monday night.
Al the Meyer farm, olficers
thought they had cornered Stark-
wealher and Caril Fugate,

over a poliee lond-speaker o
“eome out with your hands up"
went unanswered, tear gas shells
were lobbed into the farm house.
Then a siale trooper kicked in s
door of a ymall wash house and
saw Maoyer's body,

This  discovery  spurred  the
search for Carol King and the
Jensen youth, whose fomilies had
|been rehing for them since
they Tuded to relurn from a ride
Monday' night,

Evereit Broening, one of the
senrchers, recalled hearing a car
speed away from the abandoned
school site. He wenl there and
lifted the cellar door and saw the
hodies,

Scheele sald Jensen had  boen
shot several times, the girl once,
Her clothes had  been stripped
[rom her body down to her ankles
The aren arourd the door of the
storm eellar was  lttered  with
emply 2-caliber eartridges,

Extra police cars were shified
Into the area and ns grim low-
men armed with suwed.oll  shot-
guns and  submachineguns  pa-
trolled the area, terror-stricken
farmers turned on all available
lights at dusk and armed thom-
selves lest they may be the next
| viclims.
