The French government said the
Tunisians were only sought out for
questioning after the blowing up
of a French military jeep by a
land mine. The French Embassy
added that the Tunisians were re-
leased this morning and it con-
sidered the incident closed.

at Remada. a town of about 400 in
southern Tunisia, where a small
French post is located. It came as
the Tunisians and the French ap-
peared to be backing away from
the crisis caused by the French
bombing of a border town. Both
nations have agreed to let the
United States and Britain use
their "good offices" in an effort

African protectorate.
The Tunisian Foreign Ministry

termed the Remada incident "ex-
tremely serious." It charged in a
communique that the French
troops officially restricted to
their bases throughout Tunisia
since the air attack on Sakiet Sidi
Youssef invaded the local admin-
istrative buildings and carried off
the local governor and two sol-
diers.

The French said nothing about
the Tunisian charge that French

The Tunisian government issued
this communique: "French forces
stationed in Remada left their in-

stallations and . . . penetrated into
the town. '

They invaded the seat
of the local authorities and head-
quarters of the Tunisian National
Guard where they kidnaped the
government delegate and two Na-

tional Guardsmen who were led
to the French military buildings
where this morning they were still
being detained.

"Telephone communications
have been interrupted during the
night following this French raid.
Details are lacking. The Tunisian
government, however, considers
this incident, particularly the vio-

lation of administrative buildings
and the kidnaping of Tunisian civil
servants, as extremely serious."
