George Washington, whose birth-

day was celebrated February 22, is

widely noted for his accomplish-
ments, yet Washington the man is
not very well known. Biographers
have praised him so highly that he
hardly seems human. Kindly,
thoughtful and modest he would
have protested being placed on a

pedestal, but this is where he be-

longs because he was a true Amer-
ican gentleman.

Born on a Virginia plantation in
1732. Washington was educated by
his half brother Lawrence. His ex-

perience as a surveyor was gained
by assisting in a survey of certain
Fairfax h o ri i n c s in the 'i

Valley. liis part ii the
French and Indian War wr.s sini-I'can- t

because he sained nvl'Uiry

Japiicry . 17.v Walii'ilon mar-
ried Margaret Cuslis and retired

died. Washington became a gentle-

man-farmer, a member of the
House of Burgesses and a member
oi the First nnd Second Continental
Congresses. June 15. 1775 Washing-
ton served his country with gallan-
try, upheld the Patriot cause ard
led America successfully through
their fight lor freedom.

Although he had again retired,
Washington lent his support to the
plan for a stronger central govern-
ment. He presided over a constitu-
tional convention and was unani-

mously elected first President of
the United States, thus becoming
the father of his country. During
his two terms, the nation became
established. His farewell address is
considered one of America's most
prized state papers.

Washington retained the com-

mission of lieutenant general and
commander in chief of the army
until th December 14. 17(H).
