Forest Pressures

qua National Forest, I'm the other,

Many others doubtless join our
apprehension, Al least most peo-
ple should, we feel. Bul, on the
other hand, the pressure to break
down the sustained vield harvest
policy on national forests and pub-
lie domain timber lands will get
increasingly heavy as the private
supply of logs diminishes,

The danger has been mentioned
on numerous occasions In this col
umn. it will, 1 believe, beat re-
pealing frequently while the pres.
sures continue.

Introducing his 1867 reporl on|
management of the Umpqua Na-
tionnl Forest, Supervisor Miller
says:

New wood-using industries con-

ically competitive. With the mill
capacity already far exceeding the
timber supply this can only mean
that some time in the near [ulure
those mills that cannot fully utilize
the logs will be forced oul in the
bldding for timber.

As the struggle for existence
grows more grim, there will be
pressures exerted to break down
the sustained yield principle on the
national forests, To do so could
only lead to grealer reduclions lnt-
er, and increased loss Lo the com-
munity,

The Umpqua National Forest
contains about one million scres
and has an inventory of around 32
billion board feel of timber. Pres-
ent inventory deta indicates an al-
lowable annual cut of approximate-
ly 303 million hoard feet. During
1957 sales amounted Lo 231 million
board feet, or 72 million less than
the allowable quola.

Because modern techniques give
greater utilizatlon of timber, it is
possible to ralie inventories. A
few years ago a cruise would show
# limited volume of merchantable
timber on an acre, because only
stralght-grained, disease-free logs
could be sold. Today's practices,
however, permit usage of crooked-
grain logs as well as those contain.
ing some rol or disease. Thus It
becomes possible to up the annunl
harvest in proportion to improved
usage,

But there is a grent danger in
this situation, Operators of log -
hungry mille ingist that the inven-
tories he stretched again, They
keep adding to the pressure for
Iarger allowable cuts. As more
mills become dependent upon fed:
eral timber, more operators join
the charus,

Until lale years (here were no
brakes on the wood Industry It
cut its way across the continent,
leaying denuded hillsides and ghost
communities.

The policy of sustained yield s
comparatively new, Roughly de-
seribed, it provides thal limber
from public lands shall be har-
vested only as rapidly as it grows,

Operators  are culling timber
from private forests much faster
than a sustained yield pollcy would
Juatify, Many arens already have
virtually exhausted privote timber
and are dependent upon sales from
public domain, Obviously compe.
tition s keen in those areas where
mills must buy federal timber in
order to survive. As other suppliex
grow less, the operators, of the
hungry mills keep using every pos-
sible pressure to gel a larger vol-
ume of federal sales,

If, however the austalned yield
policy ever Is broken, we too will
Join the denuded landscape and the
ghost towns,

Because of the great neced for
every available log 1o feed our in.
dustrinl production, the allowable
harvest should be kept as high as
n sustained yield policy will per:
mit,

The Umpqua National Forest,
however, can’t be kepl up to its
full allowable cut without access
ronds. The access rond program is
progressing far too slowly,

The Umpqua Forest last year
had totnl receipla of $7.267.904,
not including power licenses col-
lected by the Federal Power Com:
mission. Operaling expenditures
were $1,026.965. This left a net
profit of $6,241,560 for the year.

1t would seem that an eperation
returning 45 in profit for every $!
expended would be worth some
capital investment., Yet we've been
getting very unrealistic sums (or
the construction of ronds needed to
provide maximum efficiency in the
management of this eritically im-
portant “business,”
