Members of Ihe Klamath I'nion

High School Budget Board succeed-
ed in cutting 131.000 from the high
school's proposed budget when
they adjourned from emergency-sessio-

late Thursday evening. is

When considering the reduction.
the budget to be resubmitted will
be about 130,000 above the $727,892

required for the KUHS operation
during the now ending school year.

On the basis of the operational
amounts and the serial levy of the
district, the combined levy of the
budget which was defeated would
have been approximately 29 mills,
or 3.3 mills above the 23.7 miliage
for the now ending year. This
figure is computed without consid
eration of the $95,000 which will be
forthcoming to the district in ad
ditional state support funds when
the budget is approved.

On the basis of the,budget which
will be resubmitted, the opera-
tional and serial levy miliage will
be about 27.7. or about two mills
more than the combined levy of
last year.

However, if the budget is ap
proved, the property mill levy for
the coming school year will actual-
ly be less than it was during the
now ending school year. This is
made possible by application of the a

S95.000 which will be forthcoming
in additional basic school support
funds from the state. The amount
is worth about four mills when
applied against the overall levy-

-

When applying this amount, and
when coupling it with $15,000 ad
ditional receipts in prior taxes and
the $31,000 budget cut, the overall
levy for the coming year will be
about 23.1 mills if the budget is
approved. This figure compares
with the 25.7 combined miliage
which was assessed foe the

year.
When working with the budget

Thursday evening, the board
members effected the largest sin-

gle cut when they deleted $10,000
which had been set aside for re
pair work at the natatorium.

Other items feeling the budget
ax were $1,000 to be contributed
to the planning Com-

mission study group; $300 out of the
convention fund: $5,000 for the de
letion of the three antici
pated additional teachers: a $2,812
reduction of the raises which had
previously been granted the. jani-
tors and bus drivers: $1,000
the $4,000 fund which is normally
used for balancing the athletic
fund at the end e year; ap-
proximately $3,700 from the' cafe-

teria fund: $1,025 for lighting one
room; $500 from the capital outlay
fund of the music department; $256
for Pelican Court lighting: $1,600
for drawing desks: $2,850 for Pel-
ican Court bleachers, and other
small miscellaneous items.

When reducing the salary raises
for the janitors, members of the
board pointed out that they did so
with regret. However, the mem
bers of the elementary beard had

Hike Seen

SEATTLE m A winter wheat
crop of more than 102 million
bushels is forecast for Washing'
ton. Oregon and Northern Idaho
under conditions prevailing .May
1.

This would be eight per cent
more than the 95.053.000 bushels
in 1957. the Washington Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service said
Tnursday. ,

An increase of 168.000 acres
over the 1957 crop has been plant-
ed in Washington state, the serv
ice said, but the 1.851,000 acre to-

tal is 10 per cent less than the
1947-5- average.

The forecast for Washington was
66.636.000 bushels, for Oregon.

and for Northern Idaho,
10.045.000.

Washington's forecast is the sec
ond highest on record and seven
per cent greater than the 1957

crop. Althoueh the anticipated
yield of 36 bushels an acre is one
bushel less than the record set
last year for Washington, the
agency said it is the highest an-

ticipated yield in the United
States.
