approve rate reductions; more au-

thority for the I.C.C. to allow rail-

roads to discontimic unprofitable
lines and services involved in

commerce; and repeal of
the excise tax on transportation,
begun during the war to discour-
age civilian use of trains.

"There has been some opposi-
tion to these proposals from the
cabinet Ihe post olfice depart-
ment and Ihe commerce depart-
ment, particularly."
