An account ot the operation was
given in a paper before the Amer
ican Medical Assn. by Dr. Milton
Manner, who handled the anaes
thesia and did the hypnotizing.

A return to consciousness while
under open heart surgery is a
good idea because it allows the
doctors to check on whether pa-
tient's brain is being damaged
while the machine is taking over
the job of the heart.
