"You have to be thinner for
TV," said Lawrence, speaking tor
himself and his bride of six
months. "We've been playing
night clubs lately and our weight
was tine for that. But the TV pic-
ture tends to broaden you."

Beginning July 13, for eight
weeks, the young couple replaces
the Steve Allen Show on NBC. It's
the first time they've had their
own show. Naturally, they're ex-
