CAIRO (AP) - Premier Ahdnl
Karim Kassem of Iraq is reported
to have moved lo consolidate
peasant backing for his revolu-

tionary regime with a land reshuf-
fle while removing a potential
rival.

The Middle East News Agency,
which is controlled by the United
Arab Republic, said in a dispatch
from Baghdad that Kassem had
announced the land program in a
broadcast.

Kassem said the plan would
free Iraqi peasants from feudal
domination, the agency reported.
The government will break up big
land holdings during the next five
years.

Big landlords were a bulwark
of the royal government of the
late Premier Nuri Said which Kas-- j
sem overthrew July 14.

The No. 2 man in the revolt and
the new republican regime, Brig.
Abdul Salam Arif, has been re-

lieved of his post as deputy pre-
mier, the news agency said. Arif
has been named ambassador to
Germany.

No reason for the demotion and,
in effect, banishment of Arif was
given. There have, however, been
rumors of difference between him
and Kassem. News from Baghdad
is censored.

Arif has been believed advocat-
ing close Iraqi ties with President

Nasser's U.A.R. while Kasscm's
public actions indicate an inten-
tion to maintain a separate course
within the over-al- l pattern of Arab
unity.

Without indicating at whom his
remarks were aimed, Kassem
said in his reported broadcast: "I
consider it my duty to rcafiirm
that 1 and the revolutionary gov-
ernment will be on Ihe lookout for
anyone who tries to hinder the
work on the path to revolution-
ary aims."

Land redistribution is the prin-
cipal basis for building social re-

form, Kassem was quoted as say-
ing.
