Something else worth watching
At this early hour, when the re

turns are not yet completely tab-

ulated, it appears that the voters
of Oregon were in a rather eco-

nomical mood on the first Tuesday
after the first .Monday in Novem
ber of the year 1958.

The dispatches this morning
(Thursday) report that voters in a
few Oregon districts OK'd money
measures on the ballot but they
turned down EVEN MORE money
measures. That showed up rather
plainly in the state-wid- e voting.

If that trend is confirmed when
all the votes are counted it will
be important. It will be important
because it will be an indication
that voters are coming to realize
that the only way to check the
RISE OF TAXES is to spend less
money for the things that are paid
for with tax money.

A somewhat similar trend seems
to be apparent in California.

On the California ballot this year
was a measure, regarded as one
of the highly important ones, to
cut sales tax rates and increase
income taxes on the middle and
higher brackets. The purpose of it
was to take more of the tax load
off the "little" man and
load more of it onto the back of
the BIGGER man.

In other words, California was
proposing in this measure to move
over toward the Oregon theory of

"ability to pay." Oppo-
nents dubbed it a h bill.

California REJECTED it.
On the face of the figures avail

able as this is written, it was re-

jected decisively maybe as much
as four or five to one. In Tues
day's election millions of Californi-
ans voted. In that many votes, a
lot of "little" people must have
spoken. It had to be that way.
Even in California, the "big" peo
ple don t run up into the millions.

Californians, in their voting on
this measure, said they liked the
California tax system as it is;
sales lax and all. Oregon might
well take that verdict into consid
eration in studying the adoption of
a sales tax.

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (AP)

The 13th U.N. General Assem
bly opened in the midst of two
international crises. It has passed
the halfway mark without taking
action on either one.

The Assembly started off last
September-ami- d predictions that it
would plunge, at once into debate
on the tense Middle East and
would put out a callfor a cease
fire in the Formosa Strait.

Action on the Middle East has
been limited so far to a progress
report by Secretary General pag
Hammarskjold, who is setting up
a small observation-liaiso- n staff in
the area to try to keep trouble
from erupting, particularly in Jor
dan.

The Formosa crisis was taken
out of the U.N.'s orbit when the
Warsaw talks began between U.S.
and Red Chinese ambassadors.

So far the Assembly has taken
no steps on any political question
except disarmament. And there
the mam spotlight has been on the
Big Three talks at Geneva.

The proposal for a U.N. standby
force, put before an emergency
Assembly session last August by
President Eisenhower, has wound
up on the shelf. Hammarskjold
finally dropped his proposal that
the Assembly endorse principles
under which he could summon
troops from member governments
for use in case of trouble.

Stranded Men

Await Rescue
ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) -

Twenty-on- e men, marooned when
violent polar storm broke their

ice island in half, awaited rescue
today as howling winds tore at
their tiny, exposed floe in the Arc
tic Ocean.

The Alaskan Air Command,
ready to make its rescue move as
soon as the storm abates, said the
21 men on the International Geo
physical Year station were in no
immediate danger.

The ice island, known as Drift
ing Station A, broke in two Sun
day.-The- , island was 960 miles
northeaster Burrow, Alaska. and
OJO . milcA': uilhwest , of .. Thula,
Greenland.

The 21 men were on the camp
site half of the island when it
broke apart. .The rescue was com-

plicated because the 2,000-fo- air
craft runway was on the other.
half of the mile-lon- mile-wid- e

floe. .

Before the rescue could be com
pleted, the H Air Force men, nine
scientists and Father Tom Cun
ningham, a noted Harrow expert
on the polar regions, had to make
a dash by small boat across a
mile and a half of open water to
the runway half of the island.

The huge ice floe, 10 feet thick,
was first manned as a floating
arctic scientific station in the
spring of 1957. ft has served as a
base for a variety of scientific
observations.

PHILADELPHIA (AP) The
president of the American Medical
Assn. today called for the scrap-
ping of compulsory retirement.

Dr. Gunnar Gunderson made
his plea in a speech at the open
ing session of the three-da- annual
meeting of the National Gerontolo
gical Society. Gerontology is the
study of old age.

'We have seen, he said, a
growing tendency to create em-

ployment policies calling for ar-

bitrary retirement at 65 or 70."
One reason for this, Gunderson

said, is that "our young people
are accepting the idea that retire-
ment from productive work at 65

or earlier is a desirable goal.
Their ideas about retirement

are pretty vague centered around
fishing or similar pursuits, which
now provide them with diversions
from their work-a-da- lives.

But, he added, when man ac
tually reaches retirement the
life of case has lost its attraction.

Instead, he discovers that pro
ductive work is the heart of life,
the doctor said. He wants the
ground under his feet in the form
of a job.

Police Nab Youths

and back yard blazes on which
Guy is burned in effigy.

Wednesday night in London's
Trafalgar Square; more than 90

youths and girls were arrested in
violent firecracker riot which

took more than 100 bobbies two
hours to quell.

In nearby Paddington, a fire
cracker lobbed through a shop
door landed on a pile of fireworks
and exploded the lot. The shop
was burned out.

In suburban llampstcad, police
fought 2,000 people setting off fire-
works and chanting rock V roll.

At Lewes. Sussex County, 65 peo
ple were arrested for exploding
lireworks In the street.
