Rock cave estimated to be thou

Quell Blaze

J0L1ET. 111. (AP) Firefight
ers early Saturday quelled a raging
blaze on an inland barge, which
failed to explode with some 1,900

tons of gasoline aboard it.
The flaming vessel tied up river

traffic for hours on the Illinois

Waterway. No injuries were re
ported.

Two other barges, containing
similar gasoline tonnage, were cut
from the blazing vessel before the
fire spread.
