They said Emperor Hirohito
may abdicale next May when Aki-
hito marries pretly commoner
Michike Shoda,

seize Lhis fourth chance?"

At said he possibility of Hire
hito. abdicating came up on three
previous occasions:

—In 1945 alter Japan's surren-
der in World War 11.

—In 1848 when the Allied mili-
lary tribunal convicled Gen, Hi-
deki Tojo and other warlime Jap
ancse leaders for war crimes,

—In 1952, when Japan became
independent again and the crown
prince came, of age on his 18th
birlthday,

"The magazine said thal in re-
signing earlier the 57-year-old Hi-
rohilo would have assumed some

responsibilily for World War 11,
If he steps down now, it said, (he
implications would be entirely dif-

=

ferent,

The conservatives, who feel the

strongest loyalty to the emperor,
were among those who discussed
the possihility of his abdication.
They said Hirohito has suffered
more than any man should have
heen asked Lo sulfer and that he
deserves a rest {rom public re-
sponsihility.
