GILCHRIST Frank Stanko,
dean at Oregon Technical Insti-
tute, and Vernon Barkhurst of the
High School College Relationship
Commiltee of the State Board, of
. Higher Education spent a day re-
cently dispussing the advantiges
of higher education with the jun-
fors and seniors of Gilchrist High
Schonl.

Both mien strongly emphasized
the need of some education be-
vond high school even though it
might be only six months In a vo-
cational schaol,

Education pays off, nol only in
gell respect, but in dollars and
cents, Two years of college means
S85,000 more in a letime than
would be earned by a high schonl
graduate,  The amount climbs
with each additional year of educa-
tion,

A college educalion Is job in-
surance against Increasing autoe-
mation. The jobs of unskilled
workers are the ones heing done
by mechanization, while more oc-
cupations. are being crealed for
those with' college degrees.

Because of the numérous schol-
arships, loans and part-time jobs,
enllege  Is more accessible  than
ever before. More [linancial aid
will he available because of the
nation's concern for developing our
human resources as our education-
gl syelem competes with Russia's,

As a part of the natlonal de-
fense program, Congress has made
available more funds for college
siudents. It is now possible to

borrow up to S1.OM0 per year for a,

maximum of five years, with re-

payment beginning after the five:

vear period. In  graniing lhese
Inang, the highest priority willthe
given to those majoring in edu-
cation, science nr mathematics,
Part-time work is helping &5
per cont of the nation's college
students through schonl, Although
this way of financing an educa-
tion requires slrict sell.discipline,
gludy hours and work hoirs can
be arranged 1o allow for diles

and other extra-curricular activi-|
ties |

Mr. Stanko explained the three
tvpes of higher educalion in r]r[--
gon: vocational schools, lechnical
schools and colleges and universi-
ties,

The colloge or university re-
quires about twoithirds of the stu.
dents' time In class with the re.
mainder spent in laboratory stidy.
The student has a number of
teachers and is semi.or profes.
gionally trained. [

A lechnical school combines
gome aspects of a college and a

vocationnl schonl. Thirty  weekly |
hours are spent at school with
about lwo-thirde of that time

gpent in the Tahoratory.

Fees and tuition for colleges and
gchople average ahoul $1.000 per
vear, with the largest amount of
money going for board and room
which can he 8400 to 500 a year
