Promoter Jack Kramer and
Anderson made the announcement
simultaneously after the Davis

States players who defeated Aus
tralia, in the challenge round.

Kramer said he expects to sign
Ashley Cooper', Ihe other member
of the Australian Davis Cup tan-

dem, Saturday to a con-
tract calling for a minimum of
$100,000.

"Cooper was very disappointed
at losing to Alex Olmedo in the
singles" Kramer said. "He came
to us and said he expected we
were no longer interested because
of his showing.

"We told him positively we were
still interested. But it made a
great impression on us that this
boy would have this attitude."

There were rumors Wednesday
night that Cooper might withdraw
from his plans to turn pro in order
to make a bid to the
Davis Cup for Australia. But this
was found not to be the fact.
