Sometimes she wilrwork
from a color photograph that she

projects onto a small screen. And
sometimes she will paint directly
at the scene.

"I designed a table top," her
father said, "that clamps onto her
wheel chair. She puts her palette
and paper right there and goes
to work."

Most of her work was inspired
by buildings and landscapes in
New England or the southern
states, places she has seen on auto
mobile trips with ner parents.

"I don't work in New York City."
she said. "You set up here and
in no time you are- surrounded
by people who Stand behind you
and tell you they don t like it
or they would do it differently."

Lorraine has been sketching.
drawing and painting as long as
she can remember which is as
long as she has been paralyzed
Her formal art training begain in
1941 with home instruction from
Mrs. Irving Mahl. an art teacher
with the New York Board of Ldu
cation who would make the trip to
the Huber home in Forest Hills

In 1945 she enrolled in the Art
Career School in Manhattan. Her
father, a New York City fireman.
would drive her to school and then
carry her up two flights to the
studio.

"I'd model for the students," he
said, or take a few lessons my-
self. I've got a little talent; it
runs in our family. Of course, I

stayed there because of Lorraine.
I was always afraid of fire break
ing out and no way for her to
get out. It's an occupational dis
ease of mine.

In 1952 Lorraine finished a two- -

year commercial art course and
has been painting on her own.
While most of her work has been
hung by her parents, relatives and
friends, several of her spot draw-
ings have been used by a chil
dren s book publisher.
