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HALIFAX, N. S. (AP) — Three
rescue ships reached the spot
where the Danish ship Hans Hed-
(oft struck an iceherg ofl Green-
land and found no Lrace of her,
search and rescue headquarlers
sald Saturday,

The U. §. Coast Guard Culler
Campbell and two other ships
reached the area where the small
German trawler Johannes Kruess
had been searching fruitlessly
through the day ir stormy seas,
The Hans Hedtoft carried 55 .pas-
sengers and, a crew of 40,

Search headquarters said the
three ships had to plow through
heavy ice and rough seas lo reach
the spol, about 37 miles south of
Cape Farewell, at the southern tip
of Greenland. It did not name the
other ships.

There were growing fears thal
the Hans Hedloft had sunk. She
had lost reporied Friday (hat her
holds were filling and she was
slowly sinking.

A U.S. Navy radar palrol plane
circled above the 20-fool wayes in
the North Allantic and found ho
trace ol the ship or lifeboals.

Ice packs were closing in from
the north, adding (o the hazards
for other ships steaming north
f[rom the North Allantie shipping
lanes {o join the search.

Several other vessels were en
route hut with little hope of reach-
ing the scene belore darkmess
closed in again. f

Denmark's Greenland Depart-
ment said there were 55 pas-
'sengers and a crew of 40. The
U. S. Coast Guard reported 130
aboard. The ship was registered
lo carry a maximum of 60 pas-
sepgers and 40 crowmen.

The Greenland Department said
the Hans Hedtolt carried Lhree
light alloy metal lifehoats that
could accommodate 100 persons.
Each was cquipped with hand-
operated radio transmitters, There
were, in addition, four rubber life.
rafts able lo carry 24 persons
ecach. The rafls were equipped
with “Sarah Beacon' radios send-
ing out a continuous heacon signal.
|None of the ships in the area re-
|ported hearing such signals.
