At the preliminary hearing,
Prosecuting Attorney M. ,1.

10 after' they came
home from school last Dec. 16 for
the Christmas holidays.

He said she laid the unconscious
boys on a bed in the garage,
backed in a car to pump out car-

bon monoxide fumes, and lay
down with them.

After a while she realized they
were still alive, said Jardine. and
she then killed Martin by strang-in-

him with a belt. She carried
Stephen upstairs to the bathroom
and drowned him."
