However, not all faiths or even
all churches of some [aiths have
supported prohibition. A few are
actively working for repeal.

Wel oplimism stems from sev-
eral factors. Repealists contend
there are several thousand young
adults favoring repeal who could
nol vole in Lhe last election in
1548,

They point to the 1957 defeat
of a dry sponsored amendment for
county option on 3.2 beer.
