challenged and crippled a Japa-
nese battleship in a key sea
tight for Guadalcanal.

The aging, 10.000-to- cruiser is
among five outmoded battleships,
23 cruisers and IS light aircraft
carriers now mothballed in Phil-

adelphia and destined for the Navy
scrap heap,

,., Soon, all that will be left of
the gallant old cruiser will be two
navigation wings from her bridge,

...a flagpole and a chipped ship's
bell. They are part of a monu- -

';' ment overlooking San Francisco's
' Golden Gate.

The San Francisco blasted her
way into naval immortality on the
right of Nov. 1942, only eight
months after Pearl Harbor, while
the Marines were fighting to turn
the Japanese tide on Guadalcanal.

She was the flagship of a hasti-
ly assembled fleet of five cruisers
and eight destroyers, a little force
that stopped two Japanese battle-
ships and 14 destroyers bent on
shelling Marine-hel- Henderson
Airfield.

In pitch darkness, the U.S. ships
steamed into the middle of the
Japanese fleet with three times its
firepower. A lot of the fireing was

"People can get pretty mixed

up," she said, "and they can also
be pretty nice.

fight for our survival if we can
just stop talking about how hope-
less we all are."

Miss Hansberry, energetic and
articulate, grew up on Chicago's
South Side, daughter of a prosper-
ous Negro real estate broker. She
has a sister and two brothers.

Lorraine grew up with the as-
