The cily
must hear a portion of the cosis
but the city's share can come
from any of several improve:

As a sample of the kinds of
problems o be faced, Mitchell
asked, “Where are you going lo
put your new school and what is
the best use of the present school
area?

He sald the town is “‘readjusting
in shape and some things are mis-
placed, Dunsmuir also has some
pretty bad housing and everybody
pays for it through its low assess-
sble value, added problems in po-
lice and lire protection,

Mitchell refused a request of
Chapman Wentworth, chamber
president, that he be specWic on
how an area in Dunsmuir would
be renewed.

“I'm advising, not diclating
Dunsmuir's project,” Mitchell re-
torted.

The program requires someone
lo be willing to buy the land for
the purpose ol putting it to its best
use and the cily and federal g o v-
ernment work together in absorb-
ing some of the redevelopment
costs, Mitchell explained.
