Housing Bill
WASHINGTON (AP) Senate

Democratic Leader Lyndon B
Johnson of Texas said today Con-

gress has sent President Eisen-
hower a housing bill "everybody
can live with."

" "We have performed our re-

sponsibility by passing the best
bill we thought we could," John-
son told reporters who inquired

' what would happen if the neasure
is vetoed. "Let the President per-
form his responsibility."

A compromise of larg-
er Senate and House bills, it was

With 10 days to decide. Presi- -

; dent Eisenhower was keeping his
own counsel about disposing of it,
but Congressional Republicans ex-

pected a veto. Both Budget Di- -

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ommend rejection. '
The bill was sent to the Presi-

dent Tuesday by a House
vote. The margin of passage was

nearly 40 votes short of the
vote necessary to override

veto. The 1 vole by which
the Senate passed it Monday also
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fell short of a margin.
A veto now, with Congress talk-- :

lng of adjournment in August,
would probably mean another
housing ending in adop-

tion of about what Republicans
proposed when Congress convened
Jan. 7.

This would renew the Federal
Housing Administration's Mort-

gage insurance authority, now al-

most exhausted: extend the col-- ,

lege dormitory loan program: and
continue on a limited basis the
urban renewal and slum elimina-
tion program.

Some members feel this would
be about the best Congress could

expect to get if the President uses
his veto power.

Although less in dollar amounts
than the administration program.:
the bill nonetheless clearly ex-

ceeds spending rates proposed by
Eisenhower.

The compromise provides for a
r urban renewal program

totaling only 900 million dollars.
for example, against a r

$1,350,000,000 program asked by
Eisenhower.

Spending for the two years.
however, would be at the rate of
son million the first year and 400

million the second, while Eisen-
hower's top recommendation for
any one year was 250 million.

The completed bill cut down
new public housing units from
140.(100 to 45.000, but also activat-
ed HS.ono more at the discretion
of the President. Republicans fig-

ured the cost of the 45.000 new

public housing units, not figured
in the bill, at an additional 875

trillions.
