Drain fruit cocktail, saving syr-

up. Blend fruit cocktail until
smooth in electric blender. Meas-

ure; if necessary add enough syrup
from fruit cocktail to make two

cups. Stir in all remaining ingre-
dients and turn into freezing tray.
Freeze until nearly firm: turn into
chilled bowl and beat until smooth
with electric mixer or rotary beat-

er. Return to freezing tray and
freeze until firm.

Makes about 1 quart.
Note: Instead of using blender,

fruit may be forced through a
coarse sieve.
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
