| Shortly after releasing his re-
port, Rich learned that in 1937,
Army engineers had surveyed lhe

Montreal Seaway now,” says Rich,
who is 69, jovial and filled with
enthusinsm and optimism lor his
pet projecl. “And by the way,"”
he added, “imagine how pleased

treal Seaway would open up the
enlire route to new industrial de-
velopment.
