HAVANA (UPD Osvaldo Dor

day night, blocked some decrees
by not signing them.

Dorticos, an attorney, said the

principal aims of the revolution
included revision of the basic
Cuban economy through agrarian
reform to raise the standard of

living of the people and the guar-
antee of civil rights.

Dorticos said his appointment
as president of Cuba "came as
a surprise to me. At first I did
not feel up to it but I have ac-

cepted my revolutionary respon-
sibility." .

Mitchell finds. This is the latest
development in one of Ihe Strang
est series of events in American
labor history.

Just a few hours before Mitchell

stepped into the picture he was
reluctant and this is said on ex
cellerit authority lo make' any
move Ihe steel industry or the
steel union could consider govern
ment intervention.

President Eisenhower, anxious
to have the two sides settle the
dispute through free collective
bargaining, repeatedly has said he
wanted lo avoid anything which
looked like government interfer
ence or pressure.

But his repealed warning .to
bolh sides lo avoid an inflationary
settlement meaning one which
resulted in an increase in steel
prices was in itself pressure and
therefore intervention.

The industry rejected the
union s wage demands on Ihe
ground that this added cost would
compel Ihe industry to raise
prices, thus setting off an in-

flationary spiral. So the strike
began last Wednesday.

At his June 17 news conference
when Eisenhower was asked if

Ihe government could bring out

impartial figures on profits and
wages so the people could under-
stand the issues Eisenhower said
this was the most intelligent sug-

gestion he had heard on the sub-

ject and he would have it studied.
In the end he decided against pull-

ing the figures together for the
public to see. '

At his July 15 news conference
he not only dismissed Ihe idea of

setting up a fact - finding board
but said: "I believe all the fads
are pretty well known."

He said all the facts were con
taincd in various government re'
ports and statistics "so Ihe facts
are there and the public knows
Ihem, if they want lo take the
trouble to read Ihem."
