Gamblers bet mon
ey it could not survive. If rider
and horse eluded both Indians and
saddle tramp bandits, surely the
Rocky Mountains would stop them
And it not the Rockies, then the
Sierra.

The gamblers lost. In April, 1860
he Pony Express was organized

hy William Russell, Alexander Ma

jors and W. B. Waddell. For 18

monthf Pony Express riders, re
cruited from among the.best horse
men in the. West, rode the trail
between Sacramento and St. Jo
seph, Missouri. Only with the intro
duction of telegraphy to the West
in the fall of 1861 did the express
collapse.

Next April the nation will ob
serve the 100th anniversary of the
founding of the Pony Express. Sac
ramento has been taking it for
granted, of course, that it will be
recognized as the western termin
us, just as it has been recog
nized as the terminus throughout
the last century.

Now along comes San Francisco
with its claim that the bay city,
not Sacramento, really is the ter
minus. It bases its claim on the
contention the first rider on the
West to East run started from
San Francisco.

Indeed, history does confirm
ihat the rider on that inaugural
trip started from the offices of the
Alta Telegraph in San Francisco
rode to a waiting steamer at the
San Francisco docks, put his
horse aboard and .sailed to Sac
ramento where he turned over the
mail pouch to a waiting rider who
began the actual ride West to
East.

But history is just as emphatic,
too, in labeling the San Francisco
to Sacramento "ride" as a publicity
stunt, as a thing of ceremony.
Sacramento, from the first day, is
designated in history as the Pony
Express' western terminal. And

the name and address of the train-
ing establishment.

fo' mation in all letters, checks
and other mail sent to VA offices.

Veterans who follow these hints
will receive faster service and re-
