NEW YORK (AP) The teel

David J. McDonald, president
of the United Stcelworkers of

America, thumbed pages of a

newspaper to a short inside arti-e'- e

saying a small steel firm had
netted almost as much profit in

tix months this year as the com-

pany's highest full-ye- earnings
record.

"Fantastic" said McDonald.
"Wait until the big steel compan-
ies file their profits reports next
week. You'll sec. They're going
to have to share that money with
us.

"It has always happened that
way. And we intend to see it con-

tinues."
McDonald's views were as fixed

and unyielding on the union side
as were those expressed for the

industry earlier to the same inter-

viewer by Chairman Roger
Blough of the United States Steel

Corp.
Talks with the two men, equally

firm in their stands in the titanic
clash that has

shut down most of the nation's
vast steel industry, pinpointed the
issues.

The industry is dead set against
any new net labor cost increase.
The union says the workers de-

serveand are going to get high-

er pay and companion benefits.
McDonald said the industry is

trying to cut its work force, where-

as steel employment should be in-

creasing to meet the expanding
metal needs of America and coun-

tries abroad.
"We are being pictured by the

Industry as opposing progress and

efficiency," McDonald said. "I re-

peal what I've said: the claim is
as phony as a seven-dolla- r bill.
The industry's whole position is
based on misrepresentation and
distortion of the facts."
. The union, said this dapper, well- -

tailored, prematurely gray union
boss, looking for all the world like
a top industry executive, has nev
er opposed automation or' lechni

cl progress.
"As further evidence of the

phonyncss of industry's argu
ments. thousands of adjustments
in working conditions are made
each year by joint agreement in
local collective bargaining, Mc-

Donald said.
"What the industry desires, how-

aver, Is to eliminate free collective

bargaining in making these1 ad
justments and to substitute uni
lateral management imposition of
its will."

industry's total labor bill is less
now with considerably more steel
production than it was in years
past some I per cent less, per
ton of finished steel, than a de-

cade ago.
'And there are thousands upon

thousands fewer stcelworkers in
the mills today producing more
steel and better steel than ever
before," he said. "Does that look
like featherbedding?"

Aren't the cost cuts due to more
efficient machines and production
methods rather than to increased
worker effort?

'It's the result of both." the
union chief insisted. "That's why
we only say we deserve our fair
share of these hugely increased
profits.

'As physical effort decreases,
mental effort increases. This is not
to say there doesn't still exist a

great deal of physical effort
sweat and hard work. Innumer-
able improvements have been in-

itiated by the workers," he said.
"We are not loafers. We work
hard. As partners in the enter-

prise we have something coming.
We intend to get it."

What would be a "fair share?"
McDonald said that is a matter

for bargaining. But he noted the
union has offered to settle on the
same annual increase terms that
were the basis for the 1956 three- -

year agreement with steel firms.
'In not seeking more than that,"

McDonald said, "we have made a
concession and a contribution to

curbing economic inflation. We
have not tried to hamstring the

industry in any fashion."
The living cost escalator feature

of the expired steel contract- s-
something the industry wants
eliminated must be continued In

any new agreements, he said.
The escalator arrangement gears

pay rates partly to the govern-
ment's living cost index, adjust
ing them up or down according
to living cost changes. The indus-

try says the escalator results in

pyramiding inflation.
The factor has be

come part of the mores of Ameri
can labor that the stcelworkers
union' does not Intend to drop,
McDonald said.

How long will the steel strike
last?

McDonald, who has had to can
cel plans to accompany Richard

Mount Shasta
Dentist Dies

MOUNT SHASTA Dr. J. L. Pat
terson, well known Mount Shasta
dentist, died at 4 p.m. Sunday in
Siskiyou County General Hospital
at rcka, after a lengthy illness
He had been hospitalized five
weeks.

Born in Lexington, Kentucky
March 20, 1876, Dr. Patterson was

graduated from Baltimore College
of Dental Surgery in 1901. After
his graduation, he began his prac
tice in Atlanta, Georgia. From
there he moved to Dallas. Texas
and later to Butte, and Great
Falls, Montana. Dr. Patterson
came to Mount Shasta in 1912 and
remained here until his death. His

practice extended to Weed and
Dunsmuir.

Dr. Patterson will be remem
bered among horsemen as a raiser
of fine racing animals. Thirty nine
racers from his model horse ranch
near here ran and won in races
all over North America.

After his retirement in 19.i6. Dr.
Patterson acted in an advisory

Wall Street's bear contingent
isn't too eager to bet on a big
market decline. "

The short position as of July
IS stood at 3,264,681 shares. That
was a rise of a mere 22,988

shares. And the short interest as
the stock exchange calculated it

represented only of one

per cent of the total shares
listed.

Shorts in odd-lot- s totaled e

tiny 69.677 shares on July 15

against 93.153 on June 15. That
shows the little fellows have been

covering their short positions,
On the basis of the theory that

the little fellows usually are
wrong, their short operations
might seem to indicate the mar-
ket was heading into a decline
These little fellows of today are
smart and the big boys 'aren't
being led astray by their old
Uieories.

Selling short is selling slock
one doesn't own in the hope it
will go down so that it can be

bought back and the difference
pocketed as a profit. The way
this is done Is simple for the
short seller. He tells his broker
to sell short and the broker does
the rest borrows the stock sells
it and finances the deal with

your margin, of course.
A lot of heartaches can come

from a short sale if your stock
rises Instead of falls. There is no
limit to where it can go. Theo-

retically it could rise to a million
and every lime it goes up a

point you lose that much on

paper. And the day of reckoning
comes when the broker yells for
more margin.

The latest short position is in
about the same position as the
averages that rise when a ma-

jority of stocks are declining.
Here the total rose a trifle while
only 74 of the 175 stocks with a
short position of 5,000 shares or
more showed an increase in short
sales. There were 99 that showed
declines and two that held un-

changed.
