An original estimate that
Khrushchev would spend two to
three days in Washington has now
been lengthened to three or four
days. The two men's talks on
East-We- issues would pick up
in pace only after initial cere-
monial functions due a visiting
government head are out of the
way.

Exact details on where Khrush-
chev will go and when are still
being worked out in
negotiations. But due to Soviet re-

strictions, he will get only a
limited and hurried view of the

country.
'

The Soviets have set the time
limit of 12 days on Khrushchev's
visit. They have turned down U.S.
sightseeing suggestions while
sticking to their own, and the
basic decision is up to them.

As a result, Khrushchev now
seems likely to cross the country
by airplane, with only limited auto
travel, taking in New York, Los
Angeles, San Francisco, Iowa
farmland and perhaps Pittsburgh.
He probably will not sightsee by
light plane or detour to Texas and
Florida or the Tennessee Valley
area.

The arrangements are being
made on the basis of reciprocity
lo be accorded Eisenhower when
he pays his return visit lo the
Soviet Union this fall. No date has
been set (or the President's trip.
