Many subjects can be taken by
correspondence, by television, or
by radio. Personnel management,
public finance, human develorj--

ment, literature, foreign languagi
and science represent only a fraa--

tion of offerings.
There arc many other organiza-

tions which provide extension
training throughout Oregon. Soma
courses stress the "how to do" as-

pect. Others permit finishing sec-

ondary education so a high school
certificate or diploma is earned.
A person can learn a hobby, im-

prove his ability in his daily work
while seeking promotion, or study
at college and university levels.

The housewife can secure in-

struction in purchasing, making
hats, or caring for children. A

carpenter can study mathematics
for estimating, a new process, ma-

terial, or machinery- - An ardent
fisherman can learn to tie flies
or to tune his outboard motor.
An immigrant can study in classes
designed to qualify him for citi-

zenship.
Any group of persons wishing in-

struction can obtain it if instructor
is available and the instruction
warranted. An endless variety of
courses has been given as shown
in U.S. Office of Education re-

ports.
Adult education enrollment has

shown substantial increases in re-

cent years. A parallel can be
drawn between technological
change and the citizens feeling of

need for more instruction. Moved
by needs to do the job better, to

adjust to social forces, to improve
human relations abilities, and to
use leisure time, we are becoming
a nation of grown-u- learners.
