Face Crisis

SALEM (AP - Almost 15 per
cent ot Oregon's school districts
face a financial crisis because
they will not be able to take care
ot their school building needs, the
Legislative Interim Tax Commit
tee was told today.

D. D. Williams, director of
schoolhou.se planning in the slate
Department of Education, said
these districts are located in rap-

idly growing suburban areas.
They are so close to the limits of

their bonding capacity that they
will not be able to construct need
ed new buildings.

The Department ot Education
supports federal legislation to pro
vide money for new buildings in
such districts.
' Williams noted that "school dis
trict bond elections have met with
considerable voter resistance. It
Is too early to say that school
districts will encounter difficulty
In securing voter support to fi

Dance thejr classroom needs."
lie also said that some districts

In areas where the assessed valu-

ation is low might have trouble
financing new buildings.

He said that as of last Septem-
ber, 6:14 new classrooms were
needed in the state. He said 5ft;.
are scheduled for completion in
the 1H39-6- school year.

By next September an additional
742 rooms will be needed, he con
tinned.

He submitted data which he said
shows that Oregon school con-

struction costs are not out of line.
