Quakes Rock
Peru Again

LIN#A, Peru (API—Sharp earth-
quakes rocked Peru again today.
Reports (rom Ica Province in the
south said four people were in-
jured when a building collapsed.

The shocks were relatively light
here in the capital, They lasted
for about two hours before dawn.
Some residents spent the night in
the sirecls.

Strong -earth shocks were [elt
at Ancon, a Pacific beach resort|
25 miles north of Lima. A near-
tidal wave rolled in, and the spray
splashed almost as high as the
top of some 10-story buildings on
" the oceanfronl.

The quake was also strong In
Nazca, badly damaged by a
quake in 1042,

There was no immediale word
from Arequipa, a& center of death
and destruction this week. Com-
munications with that southern
city were still spotty because of
quake damage.

Last reports said 26 bodies had
been recovered before another|
wave of shocks tumbled more
homes and buildings and disrupt-
ed communications.

Fresh outbreaks of Asian fu
swelled across Lhe nation {oday,
causing . high absenteeism  from
schools, jobs and in the enlertain-
ment industey

The Asian bug, which as a
widesoyed foreigner to LS. shoros
two years agn caused scores of
deaths and loid millions on their
backs for a few doys, was not
nearly as widespread as in 1057,

But il had caused a “low gride
eptdemie”™ in Southern Calilornia
and threatened sorious outhreaks
in the Delroll area, where antis
(lw vaccines were running low,

plece of glass or plastic to which
sand has been applied, the com-
mission says.

The lired-looking ham wrupped
in a competing foil looked that
way before it was ever wrapped,
the FTC says.

And the toothpaste commercial
using  a cigaret-smoking machine
doesn’t prove what it ¢laims, says
the commission.

The FTC listed these four ex-
amples Thursday in accusing four
big companies of deceiving Lhe

ipublic with their television com-

merclals, 1t said  trickery was
used in some cases to make con.
trived TV =cenes look real.

In all four cases, the FTC said,

llegal under the Federal Trade
Commission Actl.
