1960 Olympic Tickets Are
Hard To Come By Now

ROME (UPD Inflation has been
stopped at the 1952 level as far
as ticket prices for the I960 Olym-
pic games are concerned.

Prices for the games in Rome,
if purchased here range from 300

to 6,000 lira (48 cents to $9.G0)
about the same as they were at
Helsinki in 1952, less than they
were at Melbourne in 1956. If you
buy your tickets abroad, they are

little higher.
The problem, however, is how

to get the tickets.
The various Olympic stadiums

will accommodate a total of 250.000
spectators. The tickets will be dis-

ributed early in I960; half of them
abroad.

Judging from the number of in
quiries already received by the
Italian Olympic Organizing Com
mittee, there will be a premium
for the main events a premium
that might be 10 times their orig
nal value in a city where black

marketing is an old and refined
art.

In an effort to give foreign visi
tors as fair a chance as possible.
the Organizing Committee worked
out an elaborate system for ticket
distribution.
