ainst Chinese traders in rural
eas of the Indonesian island of
avi, Both nations are stops on
Khrushchev's latest tour, which
heightens Soviet unhappiness with
their big Aslan ally.

firomyko reminded the Chinese
Communists [Hat Mascow is play-
ing the “outstanding’ role in elab-
brating Lenin's policy of péaceful
coexistence of stales with different
systems. He also tartly told the
Chinese that Khrushehev's trip to
the United States was “a mighty
investment in the ciause of lessen-
g international fensions and de-
fense of peace in the whole world,
and it will show positive, far-
reaching iniluence In the further
development of the international
situation.”

The article sounded like a long,
not-too-patient lecture lo a way-
ward child, The implication
seemed  to be:  patience, you
Chinese, father knows best. You'll
see the great advantage of Saviet
policy in the long run.
