World Pamel
Scientist' Dies

CORVALLIS, Ore. (AP) A

world famed plant scientist, Dr.
fEsra Jacob Kraus, 74. died Sun

day in a Corvallis hospital. Funer-
al arrangements are pending.

He helped develop 2.4-- as a

weed spray, discovered the basic
carbohydrate-nitroge- growth rat
tio principle in plants, did pioneer
work on plant growth regulators
and developed scores of new chry
santhOium varieties.

In 1908 Dr. Kraus started as a

plant physiologist at Oregon State
College, but left in 1.J to joiffi
thr- - Ilniversitv of Wisconsin staff.
In 1931 he became Chairman of

the University of Chicago botany

department.
Dr. Kraus retired from the Uni

versity of Chicago in 1949 and re-

turned to Oregon State as visiting
professor in horticulture. His re-

search in the past 10 years has
centered on developing new vari-
eties of ornamental plants.

He was president of the Botani-
cal Society of. America in 1933

the American Society of Horticul-
tural Science in 1927 and the
American SoOety of Plant Physi

'gists in 1928. He was honorary-vic-

president of the American

Forestry Assn. in 1947.
