Declaring that the compact
car is pot an_economy car,
DeBeaubien sald, "It iz not
economical o buy and {t is not
economical to operate.’” He
added thal he was talking
specifically about American
compact cars, not imports,
‘Economy’ Lost
VMt is my distinct recollec.
Lion that the industry was going
to build .and ‘claimed to have
biilt an economy car," he told
the auto dealers. “Now it is
naiural {o the esseniials of
economy that it would be a
smaller car, or & compact car.
My point — and I hasten to it
— is that somewhere the word
‘economy’ got lost and the
‘eompacl’ was substituted, , ."

He said buyers are already
finding that the eompact car,
in most instances, costs:more
than the standard car without
the power assists that are
available,
