It takes about 80 years to grow Douglas fir to sawlog size.
After logging, immediate reforestation is essential. However,
sustained yield forest management entails more than
ing a new crop to replace the old. It demands an orderly har-

vest of mature timber in relatively equal amounts each year.

Orderly harvesting is necessary to provide a new forest
with timber age classes in proper balance. For each tree
cut there must be supporting trees ranging in age from 1 to
79 years. A proper balance of timber age classes is essential
to a continuously productive forest. Only such a forest can
provide a consistent amount of timber each year and main-
tain a perpetual cycle of production in forest industry plants.

Harvesting timber too rapidly now will build new forests
with timber age classes out of balance. This will disrupt tha
consistency of future production, endangering many jobs,
as well as tax revenues important to schools and govern-
ment. The net result would be harmful to the prosperity of
the Pacific Northwest since more than one-hal- f of its econ-

omy depends upon the forest industry.
