Hess at CO is the oldest of the
three still scaled off in one of

son produced by the German peo-

ple in 1,000 years."

ency petition. His divorced wife,
Henrictte Hoffmann, also pleaded
for his release.

"I would make this appeal for

anyone," she said. "No one should
he allowed to stay in that terrible
place."
