His chief adviser in revamping
the personnel structure of the
White House was Clark M. Clif-

ford, a Washington attorney who
has represented Kennedy in dis-

cussions with the Eisenhower ad-- .

ministration on transition from
Republican to Democratic control.

Reflecting Kennedy's thinking

. federal establishment, Clifford
made it plain that the president-
elect intends to clean house
among policy-leve- l officials.

Seeks Full Control
' "Senator Kennedy intends' to!
