They
will be sent to the NATO Council
for official consideration.

'Removing the tax barriers to

viding the kind of economic cli-

mate which is conducive to busi
ness growth and individual free
dom.

The report said that "excessive'
union strength has been pushing
prices upward. Unions contend
that greater productivity has ac-

companied higher wages.
The report contained no appeal

for higher tariffs or the culling
off of international economic aid.
