John F. Kennedy In his "new
frontier program which favored
congressional procedures that
would permit the majority to
work its will a position he sup
ported as a member of the Senate.

However, he also indicated he
believed it was a matter to be
worked out by Congress without
executive interference. In the ab
aence of. his direct intervention,
sny changes in Sen
ate or House rules appeared un-

likely.
About 40 of the 65 Democratic

aenators were invited to today's
liberal caucus in notices sent out

- by Sens. Paul H. Douglas,
Joseph S. Clark, and Hu

bert H. Humphrey,
One of their chief goals is a

change in Senate rules so that fili-

busters can be halted by the votes
of 51 senators, or a majority of the
100 members. It now takes the
votes of s of the senators
present and voting.

They also would like to bring
about changes that would give
them a stronger voice in policy'
making machinery and whittle
away some of the power of legis
lative committee chairmen, many
of whom are conservative South-
erners.

The liberal Democratic group in
the House has an identical objec
tive in its maneuvering against
the powerful Rules Committee,
which in the past has bottled up
some measures of the kind advo
cated by Kennedy. It Is
nated by' Republicans and South-
ern Democrats.

Democratic leaders have made
plain their desire to avoid as far
as possible any parly splitting'
fights even before Kennedy sub
mits his legislative program after
his inauguration Jan. 20.

In the House it appeared pos
sible that a ruckus might be
averted, but a scrap over the Sen

ate's filibuster rule at the outset
of the new Congress was accepted
as inevitable.

Sen. Mike Mansfield of Montana,
slated to become Democratic lead-

er in the new Senate, is expected
to let the battle run its course for
a while but. if necessary, to step
in with a tabling motion aimed at
culling it off.

While Mansfield has advocated1

modification of the present rule,
he has taken the position that the
proper time to do it is later in

the session after committee con-

sideration.
Mansfield held out the hope

that in any event the actual start
of the Senate battle would be de-

ferred until Wednesday under an
agreement not to interfere with

the customary amenities on t h e

opening day following the swear-

ing in of new senators.

Army Shows

New Weapon
WASHINGTON (AP) - The

Army has made public a picture
of a new battlefield weapon that
fires an atomic bomb small
enough to be lifted by one man.

The bulbous bomb has four

fins and is about the size of a

wastepaper basket. In the picture
It is perched at the end of a

launching tube mounted on a

jeep.
The Army said the weapon,

called the Davy Crockett, also can
be launched from a tripod that
can be carried by two or three
soldiers.

Tie weapon's power is secret,
but it is understood to be some-

thing less than one kiloton the

equivalent of 1.000 tons of TNT.

The first atomic bombs had a

power" of 20 kilotons and hydrogen
bombs can be the equivalent of

more than 15 million tons of TNT.

The Army said "the warhead

packs a tremendous force yet has
a small enough effective radius
that troops firing it, nearby troops
and civilian population are not en-

dangered by blasts. Radioactive
fallout danger is minimized."

Experts said soldiers can stand

tflty two miles from a Davy
Crockett explosion without danger.

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
