Confidence
In Trains
Is Shaken

TOKYO (AP) - If anything Is

certain in Japan, the Japanese
will tell you, it is death, taxes
and the national railway schedule.

But this country's confidence in
both the punctuality and safety of

its trains has taken a beating late
ly.

The causes are the severest
Japanese winter in IS years and
a rash of crossing collisions.

Newspapers are filled with com

ment and expressions of concern
'It had been generally thought

that riding in electric, trains and
cars was safe and that automo
biles was dangerous, but recent
events have shown this is not nec

essarily so," said Japan's largest
newspaper, Asahi.

This was after five serious
crossing smashups in four days
killed 9 persons and injured ISO

train passengers.
On the subject of late trains

the newspaper said "Japan Na
tional Railways schedules, which

were considered the most ac-

curate in the world, have certain
ly fallen."

A familiar sight at the railway
stations these winter mornings is
the issuance of "tardy certifi
cates" slips of paper from the
stationmaster which wage earners
use as excises for being late to
work.

The national railways is rushing
development of faster and more
powerful rotary snowplows to cope
with blizzards that stalled about
150 trains over the New Year's
holiday.

But inr Tokyo, where it Is chilly
but seldom snows, the problems
are more complex than clearing
snow.

On recent cold mornings, 10 of

every 30 Tokyo rush-hou- r com
muter trains were canceled when

operations fell hopelessly behind
schedule. The reason was crowd
ing at stations and loading delays.

Rush hour congestion is ag
gravated these cold days by com-

muters lingering under warm cov

en until the last possible moment
then rushing to the station at

the same time and trying to crowd
aboard the same train, a spokes-
man said.

To make matters worse, the

spokesman said, bulky winter
overcoats have reduced passenger
capacity by JO per cent.

push passengers through train
doors.
